The site-specific wall-piece creates the optical illusion of
atall fence closing in on the viewer. Orr “marked” a piece
of the fence along the outer walls by gluing grey memo
stickers, whose edges were cut the same way. The outline
was fashioned from the missing pieces, and is present in
the places in which the material is absent.

The work continues Orr’s creative process, which
connects concept to matter. In each work, she chooses
a different material, explores it, and constructs the
work by connecting this material to a memory or
an experience. Orr’s work follows a pattern, and is
characterized by a combination of a repetitive, almost
mechanical act and manual labor, which in this case
imitates an industrial product. The mistakes that are
created in the act of gluing testify to the presence of the
artist and expose the working process.
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
